
Thinking about the people and places that make you feel connected can be useful in your 
current or new home. That’s why we created this tool for mapping out and exploring your 
current connections, with the potential for adding future connections too. 

We started with circles to show the places we felt connected to. Then, we used lines and boxes 
to link those places to the people we connect with there. We used stars to identify places in our 
community that we haven’t explored yet, which are opportunities to make new connections. 

We’ve included an example of a completed Web of Connections, along with a blank template.

You don’t have to use circles, boxes, or stars for your own Web of Connections. Use whatever 
symbols, shapes, and drawings you like to represent the places and people you connect with.
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
